
 

 

 Earlier this week, the 
General Council announced 
cessation of funding for four 
theological colleges in our 
network, effective June 
2011.  While our church has 
been in conversation  
regarding its financial ability 
to support the current  
number of schools in the 
network, and we all have 
been suffering financially  
because a shrinking pie has 
been cut into too many  
slivers. The loss to our sister 
colleges whose funding, 
though not its relationship 
with the United Church, will 
cease, is very real.  UTC has 
emerged from this series of 
cuts with its contribution to 
the work of the church  
affirmed though continued 
funding and the intention of 
additional funding to help 
us continue to live out our 
mission. 
 
 This affirmation has  
coincided with a recent  
decision by the College to 
be even more intentional 
about maximizing the oppor-
tunities afforded to us as 
the one UCC school situated 
in francophone Québec. 
This past January, the UTC 
Board of Governors adopted 
a proposal for the advance-
ment of bilingual ministries.  
In brief, this initiative  
includes the requirement 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
that at entry,  UTC evaluate 
every student for their 
capacity for ministry in French 
and in English and that  
students then be supported in 
advancing their abilities in 
both official language through-
out their studies.  The College 
has engaged a part-time  
language specialist to help us 
ensure that the best  
resources will be available for 
this required part of each  
studentõs program. For English 
speaking students in the  
program, this emphasis will 
include studies in French  
Canadian history and contem-
porary culture, use of French 
language worship resources, 
and language stud ies  
designed to increase their 
ability to function in French in 
pastoral and l i turgical  
contexts. Through UTC many 
of these resources will also be 
available to the wider commu-
nity of colleagues in ministry. 
 
Surviving a process of deep 
financial cut-backs at the  
National level tends to 
sharpen one's focus; in addi-
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tion to our new initiatives in 
the linguistic aspects of our 
unique context, we know we 
have to help our students 
engage with the increasingly 
pressing question of what 
missional purpose God has 
for a church in a culture 
which has by and large  
rejected its religious heritage. 
Increasingly, graduates of our 
schools will need to know 
how to serve the mission of 
Christ with those 'outside the 
doors' of religious institu-
tions.  We intend to put our 
best efforts into imagining 
this new future for our  
students.

Dann Mulema 
Dann was born in the city of Limbe, on the Atlantic coast of Cameroon, the oldest brother in a 
family of Roman Catholic and Pentecostal heritage. He arrived in Canada in 1977, and he  
married Hannah (also from Cameroon) a few years later. After a successful career in Electronics 
and Educational Technology, and active lay ministry with Union United Church in Little Burgundy, 
focussing on outreach and prison ministries, Dann answered the increasingly compelling call to 
ordained ministry by becoming a UTC student in 2003.  Dannõs road to graduation was rough-
paved. Death and illness of family members both here in Montreal, and around the globe, plus 
the turmoils and transitions at his home Church certainly  added dimensions to his formation for 
ministry that were not always easy, but as Dann himself has said, with his flashing smile, òhe 
prevailedó  and òhe made it. God is Good. All the time!ó  We will miss his bursts of outrageous 
humour, his frequent òHallelujahsó in worship and in the hallways, and his apparently endless 
capacity to remain calm in the midst of a storm.  He will miss the smell of communion bread  
baking, and the worship gatherings at the College.  We wish him well and pray Godõs blessings on  
him and his family as they leave Montreal for his settlement charge in Oakdale, in London  
Conference, Ontario. 
 

Dann, le fr¯re a´n® dõune famille de tradition catholique et pentec¹tiste, est n® dans la ville de Limbe, 
sur la côte atlantique du Cameroun. Il est arrivé au Canada en 1977 où il a épousé  
Hannah (elle-m°me du Cameroun), quelques ann®es plus tard. ë la suite dõune brillante carri¯re en 
®lectronique et en technologie ®ducative, et dõun minist¯re laµque actif dans les prisons avec Union 

United Church dans la Petite Bourgogne, Dann a finalement r®pondu ¨ lõappel au minist¯re ordonn® qui se faisait de plus en 
plus pressant et a commenc® ses ®tudes au S®minaire Uni en 2003.  Le chemin qui a men® Dann ¨ lõobtention de son dipl¹me 
a ®t® sem® dõemb¾ches : décès et maladie dans sa famille, ici à Montréal et ailleurs dans le monde, ainsi que bouleversements 
et transitions dans sa paroisse ont certainement ajout® dõautres dimensions ¨ sa formation au minist¯re.

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Doctor of Divinity (honoris causa) Recipients 2010 

Récipiendaires du Doctorat en Divinité honoris causa 2010 
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Dr. Antonio Roberto Gualtieri 
(Doctor of Divinity, Honoris Causa, UTC 2010 and Convocation Speaker) 
 

Dr. Gualtieri, a graduate of the College (1955), and of McGill (STM 1963, Ph.D. 1969) began his 
ministry at St. James UC, Windsor, and at Ste. Adele, here in Quebec,  after which his service  
has been as Professor of Religion first at Vassar, NY, and then for the past 40 years at Carleton 
University, Ottawa.  It has been said of Dr. Gualtieri that he pioneered the discipline and practice 
of engaged interfaith dialogue òlong before it was in vogue.ó  Dr Gualtieri has shared his insights 
and passions widely, teaching courses with the Ottawa Lay School of Theology, at Conferences 
around the globe, and through the medium of print. That he is a prolific writer (4 books, 40 book 
chapters, numerous juried and popular articles) may mask the methodology he has pioneered 
and honed throughout his career as a scholar of religions, namely the conviction that nothing 
can be said about anotherõs religious faith until one has lived alongside, listened and partici-
pated respectfully in dialogue with the practitioners of another religion, a practice he personally 
engaged in and encouraged in his students throughout his academic career.   
 

Diplômé du Séminaire (1955) et de McGill (STM 1963, Ph.D.1969), le Dr. Gualtieri  débute son 
ministère à St. James UC, Windsor et à Ste-Adéle, ici au Québec; il sert par la suite en tant que 

professeur de religion ¨ Vassar, NY, puis pendant les quarante derni¯res ann®es ¨ lõUniversit® Carleton dõOttawa. On a dit 
du Dr. Gualtieri  quõil a ®t® un pionnier engag® dans la discipline et la pratique du dialogue interreligieux bien avant que 
ce soit « à la mode ». Le Dr Gualtieri  a partagé généreusement sa passion et le fruit de ses réflexions lors de cours à  
lõ£cole laµque de th®ologie dõOttawa, de conf®rences internationales et par le biais de lõ®criture. Auteur prolifique (quatre 
livres, quarante chapitres dans des ouvrages collectifs, de nombreux articles primés et de vulgarisation) autant que  
chercheur dans le champ des religions, pendant toute sa carrière il a développé et affiné une méthodologie dont les  
pr®mices exigent comme pr®alable ¨ toute d®claration concernant la foi dõune autre religion, un v®cu en commun, une 
®coute et un dialogue respectueux avec les pratiquants dõune autre religion. Dõune telle approche, il a ®t® lui-même un 
vivant exemple pour ses étudiants tout au long de sa carrière académique. 

Rev. Dr. John Charles Hoffman 
(Doctor of Divinity, Honoris Causa, UTC 2010) 
 

Dr. Hoffman, is a consummate scholar and practitioner.  His academic 
studies began in the field of science, completing his doctorate from 
McGill University in Organic Chemistry in the same year that he began 
his theological studies at UTC. After completing his B.D. (1959), he 
earned his second doctorate at Union Theological Seminary in New 
York, coupling his two academic disciplines for a degree in Psychiatry 
and Religion.  Dr. Hoffman is widely recognized as an influential  
pioneer in the inter-disciplinary conversation between Science and  
Religion, not only at the academic level, but also  at the practical level 
of application. The author of books and articles in the field of religion, 
education, narrative theology and the intersection of science and relig-
ion, Dr. Hoffman has also devoted his time and talents to the training 
of volunteers for work in palliative and hospice care, to conducting 
workshops on caring for the dying, on family life.  His professional life 
has been spent in the academy, as Professor of Religious Studies at 
the University of Windsor, as well as Principal of Iona College, Windsor, 
and before his retirement in 1996 as Principal of Emmanuel College, 
Toronto. His vocational life has been dedicated to practical use of his 
skills to enhance the life of the Church. 
 

Le Dr. Hoffman est ¨ la fois un chercheur et un intervenant aguerri.  Cõest dans le domaine des sciences quõil amorce son  
parcours acad®mique, et il obtient son Doctorat en chimie organique de lõUniversit® McGill, la m°me ann®e o½ il d®bute 
des études en théologie au Séminaire Uni. Après avoir complété un Baccalauréat en divinité en 1959, il obtient un  
second doctorat du Union Theological Seminary de New York, intégrant cette double compétence académique dans un 
dipl¹me en Psychiatrie et religion. Le Dr. Hoffman jouit dõune grande reconnaissance en tant que pionnier des ®changes 
interdisciplinaires dans le champ de la science et de la religion, tant au niveau théorique que pratique. Auteur de livres et 
dõarticles portant sur la religion, lõ®ducation, la th®ologie narrative et la rencontre de la science et de la religion, le Dr. 
Hoffman a ®galement mis ses comp®tences au service de la formation de b®n®voles en soins palliatifs, dõateliers sur  
lõaccompagnement des mourants, de m°me que sur la vie en famille. Sa carri¯re sõest d®roul®e dans le monde  
acad®mique, en tant que professeur aux ®tudes religieuses ¨ lõUniversit® de Windsor, directeur du Iona College de  
Windsor puis, avant sa retraite en 1996, comme directeur du Emmanuel College de Toronto. Sa vocation lõa conduit ¨ 
appliquer de fa­on pratique son savoir pour am®liorer la vie de lõ£glise.

Alyson Huntly 
Commissioned by the United Church of Canada in 1982, Alyson  

Huntly has exemplified the distinctive call of Diaconal Ministers to 

a ministry infused with passion for òEducation, Service and Pasto-

ral Care.ó   Her extensive publications reflect her distinctive kno-

wledge and insight gained in the context of relationships. Alysonõs 

work has advanced conversations and created a context for educa-

tional and theological engagement of issues of gender and race 

relations, economic rights, educational theory and enhancing capa-

city for learning, and international development.  She has  been 

instrumental in creating opportunities for  the narratives and life-

experiences of marginalized people to be heard and honoured, 

whether those be of adolescent girls, Zambian women or GLBT 

people within the United Church of Canada.
